Removing Industrial SQL Server





First try “add/remove programs” out of the control panel and see if you can erase it the easy way.


If that doesn’t work, and the reinstall still fails, then you have to remove SQL server and Industrial SQL Server manually.








Push the start button


Go to settings


Click on control panel


Double click on services
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Click on MSSQL Server 


Click on startup and pick manual


Stop the service if it is started (push the stop button)


Make it look like the picture





Do the same thing with SQLExecutive
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Click on start


Click run


Type in regedt32














In the registry, bring the hkey_local_machine window


to the front





Go to Microsoft
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Then MSSQLserver 


press the delete key on MSSQLserver
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then click down to Wonderware


click on insql 


press the delete key
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Then click on services 
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and find MSSQLServer 


(still in the services group)











and  press the delete key
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Delete the SQLExecutive key also























Also delete all three of the InSQL keys


(still under services)
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Go ahead and close out the registry


Click registry


Exit








Restart Windows NT


(don’t skip this step)
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When NT boots back up


Delete the MSSQL  directory


 and the inSQL directory
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
