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Controlling NT Services from MSSQL Server

Some people would like to use the client server approach to Start and Stop NT Services, instead of using NT server's server administrator, some remote control program, etc.  This explains how to do it.

The only catch is That MSSQL Server must be running on the computer that you want to control the services on.  

If you have permission on the SQL Server, then you can control it's services from any MSSQL Server client

To see what services are running, in an ISQL/w windows, type in the following query.

master..xp_cmdshell 'net start'
---------------------------------------------------

Here is what mine outputted:
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to start and stop a Windows NT service with a space in the name remotely from a sql server client ISQL window, here is how you do it.

------------------------------------------------

declare @dblquote char(1)

declare @singlequote char(1)

declare @intro varchar(255)

declare @all varchar(255)

select @dblquote = char(34)

select @singlequote = char(39)

select @intro = ("master..xp_cmdshell ")

select @all = (@intro+ @singlequote+"net stop "+@dblquote + "Insql Control"+ @dblquote +@singlequote)

exec (@all)

print @all
------------------------------------------------------------

This will stop the "Insql Control" Service for you.  Make sure that you have permission on this extended stored procedure in the master database.   (sa always works)

The actual SQL Statement in this example turns out to be

master..xp_cmdshell 'net stop "Insql Control"'
but you can't use the double and single quotes in this example.   I really broke it down more than I should have, but it will show you how to concatenate strings in MS SQL Server.

You can also test it out by going to a DOS box and typing 

net stop "Insql Control"

You can also Start it by modifying the script.

Of Course, in order to Stop it and then restart it, you need to use 

exec ww_insqlstatusset 3

in an ISQL/w Window
