Adding TCP/IP for Windows 95 and Configuring WinSock for NetDDE  by Andrew Brodie


This Tech Note explains how to add the TCP/IP network protocol for Windows 95 and to configure Wonderware® NetDDE to communicate to another node using its WinSock interface.


Procedure


1)	In order for NetDDE to communicate to another node using the WinSock interface, TCP/IP must be installed as a network protocol.  Double click the Network icon under the Control Panel, as shown below.  (Or from the Windows 95 desktop, right mouse click the Network Neighborhood icon and select Properties from the drop down menu.


2)	You should see the TCP/IP protocol that is listed under the Configuration tab on the Network dialog box, as shown below.  If you do not see TCP/IP listed, then click the Add button to add the TCP/IP protocol.

3)	If you added the TCP/IP protocol in step 2, follow this step.


	After you have added the TCP/IP protocol and verified that it is listed on the Network dialog box, double click the TCP/IP entry to configure its properties.  You should see the TCP/IP Properties dialog box, as shown below.


	Under the IP Address tab, enter the same IP Address that was assigned by your network administrator to that specific computer.  (For example, 111.111.222.222.)  Always enter a Subnet Mask of 255.255.255.0.

3)	Under the DNS Configuration tab (shown on the next page), enter the computer’s Host (or node node) and the Domain (or server) name.  (For example, HOST is entered for the Host and GENERIC.COM is entered for the Domain.)  Enter the IP Address for your Domain under DNS Server Search Order and click the Add button.

4)	Under the Gateway tab, add the TCP/IP address of the node that was previously entered as the Host under the DNS Configuration tab.

5)	Once  the TCP/IP protocol has been successfully added, add the TCP/IP WinSock as a Network Interface by selecting Configure/Interfaces in the NetDDE menu.
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
